
Forte - loud

piano - soft

mezzo forte-
medium loud

resolutely and with a marked accent

fortepiano - play loudly
then immediately softly

Crescendo - gradually get louder

Pedal sign
Triplet - 3 quavers together
equal 1 beat

Tied notes - dont play the 
note its tied to but hold it down

Stacatto dot - detached from the next note,
usually half the length of the note

played with more emphasis,
not seperated form other notes
     also called marcato

Watch for the changes between treble clef and bass clef for your left hand Tremelo - to tremble - the chords with a tremelo
arn’t played all together but are played one after
the other
